JUBILEE YEAR

PILGRIMS OF HOPE

Theme #1 : To See God
AS PILGRIMS OF HOPE, WE BELIEVE: ONE
DAY, WE SHALL SEE GOD AS HE IS.
We have an eager, confident expectation that
one day, we shall see God as he is. This is our
hope, that anchors our soul. Itis firm and
secure.1 Itis a living hope through the
resurrection of Christ from the dead. To have
eternal life in heaven is the “ultimate end and
fulfillment of the deepest of human longings,
the state of supreme, definitive happiness”.2
Eternal life can be described as life in the
kingdom of God (Mk 9:47), as a heavenly
banquet (Mt 8:11), as a paradise gained (Lk
23:43), as the heavenly Jerusalem (Heb 12:22),
as a place of rest (Heb. 4:1-9), and as an arena
of unending light (Rev. 22:5). St. Cyprian
contemplated God in his heavenly glory: “How
great will your glory be, to be allowed to see
God, to be honored with sharing the joy of
salvation and eternal light with Christ your
Lord and God .. .to delight in the joy of
immortality in the Kingdom of heaven with the
righteous and God’s friends.” 3 By his death




and resurrection, Jesus Christ has “opened”
heaven to us. This heavenly Jerusalem will be
a place of purity, where sinners will not enter
but only those who have washed their robes in
the blood of Christ and who have been purified
through the forgiveness of sins in Christ.4
Those who die in God’s grace and friendship
and are perfectly purified live forever with
Christ, for they are like God forever and they
“see him as he is, face to face”. He “makes
partners in his heavenly glorification those
who have believed in him and remained
faithful to his will”. 5 As Pilgrims of Hope, we
on our journey to see God as heis. Our hope is
anchored knowing that “at the evening of life,
we shall be judged on our love” 6, and be
granted entrance into the blessedness of
heaven because we have “believed in him and
remained faithful to his will”.

PEREGRINOS DE ESPERANZA

Tema #1 : Ver a Dios
COMO PEREGRINOS DE ESPERANZA, CREEMOS:
UN DIA VEREMOS A DIOS COMO ES.
Tenemos una expectativa ansiosa y confiada de
gue algun dia veremos a Dios tal como es. Esta
es nuestra esperanza, y es como un ancla del
alma, sdliday firme.1 Es una esperanzaviva
mediante la resurreccion de Cristo de entre los
muertos. Tener vida eterna en el cielo es “el fin
ultimoy la realizacién de las aspiraciones mas
profundas del hombre, el estado supremoy
definitivo de dicha”2 . La Escritura nos habla de
la vida eterna en imagenes: vida, luz, paz,
banquete de bodas, vino delreino, casa del
Padre, Jerusalén celeste, paraiso. San Cipriano
de Cartago contemplé la gloria celestial de Dios:
“iCudl no sera tu gloriay tu dicha!: Ser admitido
aver a Dios, tener el honor de participar en las
alegrias de la salvacidén y de la luz eterna en
compainiia de Cristo, el Sefior tu Dios [...], gozar
en el Reino de los cielos en compaiiia de los
justosy de los amigos de Dios, las alegrias de la
inmortalidad alcanzada”3 Por su muerte y su
Resurreccién Jesucristo nos ha "abierto" el
cielo. Esta Jerusalén celestial sera un lugar de
pureza, donde no entraran los pecadores sino
s6lo aquellos que han lavado sus vestiduras en
la sangre de Cristo y que han sido purificados
mediante el perdén de los pecados en Cristo4 .
Los que mueren en la graciay la amistad de Dios
y estan perfectamente purificados, viven para
siempre con Cristo, porque seran para siempre
semejantes a Dios, y lo veran “tal como es, cara
a cara”. Elasocia “a su glorificacion celestial a
aquellos que han creido en Ely que han
permanecido fieles a su voluntad”5 . Como
Peregrinos de Esperanza, estamos en nuestro
camino para ver a Dios como él es. Nuestra
esperanza estd anclada en el conocimiento de
gue “ala tarde te examinaran en elamor”6,y se
nos concederd entrada a la bienaventuranza del
cielo porque hemos “creido en ély permanecido
fieles a su voluntad”.
