TIME

The holidays are well behind us; the year stretches out
ahead. And what sort of year will it be? To judge by
the words of Jesus in today’s Gospel, it will be “a year
acceptable to the Lord.” And Jesus surely didn’t mean
only the next three hundred sixty-five days facing his
listeners at that time.

When Jesus announced the “arrival” of God’s favor, it
was a message for all time, for every year. Similarly,
we read today in Nehemiah how the people gathered
with solemnity to hear God’s word as though for the
first time. They listened, and then fell to the ground
and wept. But the prophet said, “Today is holy . . . do
not be sad, and do not weep.”

The “year acceptable to the Lord” is this year. The
day that is “holy” is this day. The time to listen is
now. What sort of year will you have? What sort of
day? God’s help is always here. What you do with
each day can be holy and acceptable to the Lord if
you but listen to and act on God’s word.

What is Ordinary Time?
Catholics call it Ordinary Time because the weeks are
numbered, or "ordinal", and represent the ordered life of
the Church. The word "ordinary" comes from the Latin
root for "rule".

e Ordinary Time is the period of the Catholic
liturgical year that falls outside of Advent,
Christmas, Lent, and Easter.

It is the longest season in the Catholic Church
year, lasting 33 or 34 weeks.




It is divided into two parts, with the shorter part
between Christmas and Lent, and the longer
part between Pentecost and Advent.

The liturgical color for Ordinary Time is green.

The final Sunday of Ordinary Time is the
Solemnity of Christ the King.

Ordinary Time is a time to reflect on how to live as a
Christian, and to grow and mature in the faith. It's a time
to focus on Jesus' teachings and ministry, and to look
forward to the Second Coming of Christ.

EL TIEMPO

Los dias de fiesta ya pasaron, el afio se nos viene
encima. ¢Y qué clase de afio serd? De acuerdo con las
palabras de Jesus en el Evangelio de hoy, sera “el afio
de la gracia del Sefior”. Y Jesus con seguridad no se
referia solamente a los proximos trescientos sesenta y
cinco dias cuando hablaba a la gente en ese tiempo.

El anuncio de la “llegada” de la gracia de Dios lo hizo
Jesus para todos los tiempos, para cada afio. De
manera similar, leemos hoy en Nehemias cémo la
gente se reunia con solemnidad a escuchar la Palabra
de Dios como si fuera la primera vez. Escuchaban y
luego se postraban con el rostro en la tierra y lloraban.
Pero el profeta decia: “Este dia esta dedicado al
Seflor... no estén tristes”.

El “afio de la gracia del Sefor” es este afo. El dia
“dedicado al Sefior” es hoy. El tiempo de escuchar es
ahora. {Qué clase de afio tendras? ;Qué clase de dia?
La ayuda de Dios siempre estd aqui. Lo que haces
cada dia sera santo y aceptable al Sefior solamente si
escuchas y practicas la palabra de Dios.

Los catdlicos lo llaman Tiempo Ordinario porque las
semanas estan contadas u "ordinales" y representan la
vida ordenada de la Iglesia. La palabra "ordinario”
proviene de la raiz latina que significa "regla".

« El Tiempo Ordinario es el periodo del afio litdrgico
catélico que cae fuera del Adviento, Navidad, Cuaresma
y Pascua.

* Es la temporada mas larga del afio de la Iglesia
Catolica, con una duracion de 33 o 34 semanas.

* Se divide en dos partes, la mas corta entre Navidad y
Cuaresma, y la mas larga entre Pentecostés y Adviento.
+ El color liturgico para el Tiempo Ordinario es el verde.
+ El Ultimo domingo del Tiempo Ordinario es la
Solemnidad de Cristo Rey.

El Tiempo Ordinario es un tiempo para reflexionar sobre
como vivir como cristiano, y crecer y madurar en la fe. Es
un momento para centrarse en las ensefianzas y el
ministerio de JesUs y esperar con ansias la Segunda
Venida de Cristo.
